From the Rabbi’s Desk

I’ve changed my mind. In December 2006 the Committee
on Jewish Law and Standards of the Conservative Move-
ment voted on two papers about the “Status of Gays” in our
part of the Jewish world. One opposed changing Jewish law
and a second reinterpreted Jewish law to permit the ordina-
tion of a gay rabbi. In the February 2007 Shofar, 1 had writ-
ten of my support for the paper of my teacher, Rabbi Joel
Roth, which maintained the status quo and rejected the ordi-
nation of gay rabbis.

After four years of reflection and continued study, I've
changed my mind. In the same way as Rabbi’s Roth Re-
sponsa of 1984 led to the ordination of women as rabbis, the
legal “paper” of 2006 led directly to the ordination of ho-
mosexual and lesbian rabbis. In 1984, Rabbi Roth created a
new legal category. In order to lead the community in pub-
lic prayer one must have the obligation. Traditionally
women do not. Roth posited that women could voluntarily
accept the same obligation as men to worship and therefore
bind themselves to pray and empower themselves to thereby
daven for the community. It was a brilliant solution to a
halachic barrier.

In the same way, the 2006 Responsa of Rabbis Dorff,
Nevins and Reisner reinterpreted the Torah and said the
Torah’s prohibition of homosexuality refers only to ‘Anal
Sex’ between two men. All the other mitzvot regarding pro-
hibitions of homosexuality and lesbians are rabbinic in ori-
gin. With regard to rabbinic law, the value of “human dig-
nity is so great that it supersedes a commandment of the
Torah.” The acceptance of this “Torah” prohibition of the
specific behavior therefore empowers full participation in
Jewish life, even ordination as a rabbi. This is a brilliant
solution to a halachic barrier. The humiliation of being ex-
cluded and the anguish of being unable to observe certain
mitzvot are inconsistent with our basic respect for every
soul. Instead of alienating caring and committed souls, we
can welcome and enable full observance and participation
in Jewish life.

For today, this is my personal commitment to state and do
what I believe is the truth of our tradition. However, con-
sistent with my new understanding, I would be honored to
officiate at such a ceremony (within the laws of jurisdiction
of the ceremony).

I look forward in the coming months to continue our com-
mon quest to understand God’s teachings and truths for our
community and every soul.

On Tuesday, December 6™, we had one of the most uplifting meetings in
several years. Fifty members of Kehilat Shalom gathered to begin imple-
menting the ideas of our CE21 conversations. CE21 (Congregational Edu-
cation in the 21% Century) is attempting to create a new model(s) of expe-
riential education for all ages at Kehilat Shalom. At our meeting, we di-
vided into committees to work on programs to re-invigorate our commu-
nity and to build for the future. This is fun and exciting for our future as an
extended, caring family.

1 1) Enhancing our “Membership Directory” with photos and informa-
tion will make our directory more personal and user friendly. See page 3
for all the details!

9 2) Our Usher/Greeter committee is seeking to put a warm, welcoming
face on our congregation for everyone and anyone who comes to wor-
ship with us.

1 3) On January 22" in conjunction with B’nai Shalom of Olney, we
will experience Bracha University. The University or Academy model
provides dozens of hands-on workshops to learn about Jewish life. In
this case, we’ll be learning about blessings in different ways: through
art, crafts, food, text and music. We are experimenting with this model
to consider whether it is more effective than the classroom setting and
how Kehilat Shalom could use it in the future. See front page for more!

1 4) L’Dor v’Dor is an expansion of the Grandparents Shabbat we’ve
done for several years. Intergenerational Learning is a wonderful way
to experience life on many levels through the perception and experience
of different ages. Since many grandchildren have no local grandparents,
many grandparents have no local children, and many empty-nesters
would just enjoy doing a Jewish activity with someone much younger...
in a few months we will share “from generation to generation.”

9 5) We are also seeking to expand last year’s Religious School “Around
the Table.” Families chose themes of Jewish values and did hands-on
activities and studied texts related to their value. We plan this year to
include not only Religious School families, but all who want to learn
about Jewish values in the real world, by doing social action, ecology,
mitzvot to kindness, in small groups of similar age or different ages and
backgrounds.

9 6) Shabbat Guests is a program of matching different backgrounds,
ages and people to share Shabbat meals (Friday or Saturday). One of the
joys of Shabbat is food and eating with friends. We will be matching
individuals and families to experience the special holiness and warmth
of Shabbat at home.

9 7) Shabbaton/Retreat: among the lasting experiences of Jewish educa-
tional life are immersion experiences like youth retreats, camp and
Birthright. Living Jewish life is the best way to learn about Jewish life.
Our committee is planning a shabbaton experience which we believe
will be part of the future of Jewish experiential learning at Kehilat Sha-
lom.
