$50,000 for the new 

cancer unit at Chil-

drenôs National Hospi-

tal.

community service. 

 

I especially enjoyed Simchat Torah and Purim this year. For 

many years, we did a split service with children in one and 

adults in the other óshift.ô  With our changing demographics, 

the decision to combine the two services into one was a true 

blessing. The energy of the younger generation fused with the 

participation of the adults created one joyful celebration of 

Torah and God. 

 

Itôs been a year of changes. At the top of the list: the 

ñretirementò of our beloved Executive Director, Judi Kranz,  

after three decades of service. It included my own announce-

ment of plans to retire from full-time pulpit work 13 months 

from now. Throughout the year weôve tested new models of 

experiential learning in our Religious School and community 

as part of CE21.

Passover Basket Volunteers  

SHAVUOT 

Shavuot, the "Feast of Weeks,ò is celebrated 7 weeks after 

Pesach.  Although its origins are to be found in an ancient 

grain harvest festival, Shavuot has been identified since bibli-

cal times with the giving of the Torah on Mount Sinai. 

History  

Shavuot combines 2 major religious observances: the grain 

harvest of the early summer, and the giving of the Torah on 

Mt. Sinai seven weeks after the exodus from Egypt. The first 

determines the ritual for the holiday, which was one of the 

three pilgrimage festivals of ancient Israel, when Israelite 

males were commanded to appear before God in Jerusalem, 

bringing offerings of the first fruits of their harvest. The sec-

ond determines the significance of the holiday for Judaism, 

tying it in with the seminal event of Jewish religious memory, 

namely the entering into a covenant between God and Israel, 

exemplified by Israelôs assumption of Divine law. 

At Home 

Since Shavuot is an ancient pilgrimage holiday, it is not sur-

prising that its ritual focuses on the community. Nonetheless, 

there are a number of customs associated with personal prac-

tice. Chief among them is the eating of dairy products on Sha-

vuot. Although the reasons for this custom are not completely 

clear, it has become traditional to eat milk and cheese prod-

ucts as part of the celebration of Shavuot. 

In The Community 

Much of the observance of the holiday centers on the syna-

gogue and its rituals. The special readings for the holiday 

include medieval poems (piyyutim) and the Book of Ruth. A 

number of reasons are given for the inclusion of the latter. 

Among them are that the book takes place at the time of the 

barley harvest, that Ruthôs assumption of Naomiôs religion 

reflects the Israelitesô acceptance of the Torah at Sinai, and 

that King David, who is alleged to have died at this time of 

year according to rabbinic tradition, is mentioned at the end 

of Ruth. Another tradition is to participate in a Tikkun Leil 

Shavuot, an all-night study session marking the holiday. And 

finally, Shavuot is one of the holidays on which both Hallel, 

the Psalms of Praise, is recited and Yizkor, the memorial ser-

vice, is observed.

A group of local fathers and sons joined together to raise money for a good cause ï and in a creative 

way.  On May 1st, 15 people shaved their heads (and the Rabbiôs beard!) to raise money supporting the 

Blood and Marrow Transplant Program at Childrenôs National Medical Center.  The event, ñBe 

Brave and Shave,ò raised $55,000. Funds from the event will help establish an outpatient clinic for the 

Blood and Marrow Transplant program.  The event was part of Kehilat Shalomôs Mitzvah Day, organ-

ized by Amy Pascal. 

 

ñWhen we heard about the need for an outpatient center for the Bone Marrow Transplant program at 

Childrenôs National, we knew this could be a meaningful addition to our Mitzvah Day projects of service,ò said Pascal.  ñMany of 

these men have personal reasons for participating.  We know how cancer can devastate a community and we wanted to help save 

young lives. Shaving heads is a way to show support for children and adults who are undergoing these challenging procedures, and 

to make a tangible contribution to their treatment.ò 

 

Despite the rainy gray weather, Kehilat Shalom congregants and friends were out in force to give back to the community through 

more than 15 scheduled community service projects.  This is just one small example of Kehilat Shalomôs involvement in and concern 

for its wider community. Mitzvah Day Chair, Amy Pascal, pronounced the day a resounding success saying that, ñit was great to see 

everyone at Kehilat Shalom come together for the good of the community!ò 

 

In the synagogue building , adults and children joined to create art projects for the residents of Childrenôs Hospital, NIH Chil-

drenôs Inn and the Hebrew Home. Once again, middle-school and high school students came together to make cheerful blankets for 

ill children through ñProject Linusò.  In the kitchen, a sandwich assembly line made hundreds of sandwiches for the Wells Robert-

son House in Gaithersburg and Coalition for Homeless Menôs Emergency Shelter in Rockville.   

 

As in years past, each grade, kindergarten through seventh, did its own Mitzvah Day project, ranging from collections to crafts to 

cooking. The many collections ï of food, clothing, books, and toiletries ï were not deterred by the threatening weather.  Items were 

donated to the Manna Food Center, the Interfaith Clothing Center , Montgomery County Elementary Schools Book/DVD 

Drive, and Rachaelôs Womenôs Center. Cell phones and chargers were also collected for victims of domestic abuse.  Bikes and 

helmets were collected and prepared for shipment to Bikes For The World.  Members of the Education Center PTA and the Menôs 

Club dodged the raindrops to complete numerous landscape and beautification projects. 

 

Out in the community, members participated in the Race For Hope (to fund research and help those affected with brain tumors) and 

the Avon Walk (raising awareness and funds to fight breast cancer).  Another group sorted food at the Manna Food Center. That 

evening, the Watkins Mill Womenôs Shelter was treated to a dinner prepared and served by Kehilat Shalom congregants.
