Information is included here to help keep the congregation informed about Project Butterfly - the examination of the proposed 

merger with Shaare Torah.  

 

During the summer, every two weeks seven committees will be meeting to prioritize, dialogue and create the fabric of the new com-

munity. The seven areas of concern and conversation for planning are: Vision, Facility, Education, Ritual, Commmunity, Finance 

and Governance. The meetings will be open for members to participate. If you have concerns and are unable to attend, please speak 

with a member of the Board of Directors.  

 

Invitations on Shabbatot throughout the summer will be extended at least once a month for members of both shuls to attend the other 

synagogue with opportunities after services to shmooze. This will enable worshippers to see the similarities and differences of our 

davening. We are in the process of planning some social events to allow members of our communities to meet, get to know each 

other and make friends.  

 

Throughout the summer we will continue our internal conversation, through forums, house meetings and one-on-ones. We will also 

use technology to answer questions on our website and through regular emails, etc. We will also send out the notes from the joint 

workshops via email. If you do not receive them, please contact the office.  

 

Exploring the Option to Remain 

During our June 27 Board Meeting, the Kehilat Shalom Board of Directors approved a motion for members to explore a model of 

Kehilat Shalom should we choose to remain independent. Using a format similar to our merger exploration, members will develop 

key areas of synagogue life, including finance, facility, community, education, vision, ritual and governance, and help to create a 

picture for this alternative scenario. Immediately following meetings, we will e-mail information to the entire congregation, and once 

committee members have researched questions, we will present this information to the congregation. If you are interested in working 

on one of the committees to help develop the model for remaining independent, please let Carrie Ettinger (mitchcarrie@msn.com or 

301-765-9144) or the office know as soon as possible.  

 

The first congregational meeting to explore this option was held on Sunday, July 10th and announcements will be made soon with 

dates and times of future meetings.
