From the Rabbi’s Desk

Sukkot means “shelters.” It refers, of course, to the tempo-
rary structures our ancestors built 3000 years ago in the wil-
derness after the Exodus. It also refers to the harvest season
huts of ancient times and the booths we still put up each year
at the fall season. Sukkot connects us to the earth and the
seasons and also to our history.

Sukkot is also a holiday of paradoxes. We put up structures
to mark a holiday of journeying. It is the last holiday of the
agricultural cycle, but is celebrated after the New Year. We
leave our sturdy homes just as the weather is turning colder
(or rainy in Israel).

These paradoxes remind us of the central question of the fall
holiday cycle: where is the true shelter in our lives? What
are things that are truly central to finding meaning and hap-
piness?

I am writing this a few days before the completion of our
vote about our future as a community. Where we will find
the comfort and strength for the challenges of the coming
years, whichever path we have chosen? Sukkot has a lesson
for us.

Sukkot reminds us that ultimate security is not found within
the walls of our homes or our synagogues wherever we may
be. Contentment and refuge are found in the presence of
God and one another. The walls of the sukkah remind us that
although we are vulnerable, we are also open to receive the
kindness and support of others. We are not alone and rela-
tionships with others is a common pathway to the Divine.
Sukkot reminds us that when we are able to open our homes
and hearts to one another ... we find peace and God’s Pres-
ence.
