While | am starting my preparations for the
High Holidays, as | write this column, there is a strange am-
bivalence in my reflections. It is sadly my last Days of Awe
(16™) as Rabbi of Kehilat Shalom. And so I try to focus on
my own process of teshuvah to continue to serve and teach
and preach to our lovely, caring community.

I also have mixed feelings about our communal process of
teshuvah and healing. There is little else into which I invest
as much thought and time. We have engaged in a painful
process of reflection about the future direction of Kehilat
Shalom. For leaders of the community and those who have
carefully read recent budgets, it is clear that our community
has changed demographically and socially and that new solu-
tions, out-of-the-box thinking are necessary for the future of
our spiritual community.

The hard facts are: 1) We have shrunk as a congregation
from 358 memberships to around 240; | remember 311 chil-
dren in Religious School, registration today is 90 and our
ECC has shrunk from the 90s a decade ago to 37 today. 2)
Young families are less inclined to affiliate with a synagogue
in part because of cost and partially as priorities change. 3)
Young Jewish families for several years have stopped mov-
ing into Montgomery Village.

This is the present, | wish we had the same clarity about the
future. Although I am retiring from full-time pulpit work, my
sacred responsibility continues to be to try to ensure that the
process is open, honest and as pain free as possible.

We have two reasonable, but difficult, strategic choices for
the next 3-5 years. We can stay as Kehilat Shalom in our
present synagogue building after selling our School facility.
We can create a new community as a congregation combined
with Shaare Torah.

Looking at the projections, | have no doubt that we can
maintain our facility and most of our services for the next 5
years. A Religious School in rented space using some of our
CE21 modeling could i
new Ayoungo rabbi wi |1
tion. The risk factor though (as | see it) is that the demo-
graphic and sociological trends will continue and we will
become even smaller. Key activities like some religious
school classes and minyan quorum will be threatened well
before the money is gone because of a loss of critical mass.
Continuing in our present facility with a refined program and
increased involvement of our membership, however, is a
legitimate option for consideration.

The scenario of creating a new community is also viable, but
just as uncertain. Again, the money to operate is not the is-
sue. The combined congregation would have funds to oper-
ate the programs that we provide today and more. It is truly
painful to think of not having a beautiful sanctuary and com-
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fortable public spaces for meetings and celebration for 2 or
3 or more years. The
cent weeks indicate that the new community would be able
to support a mortgage to create the kind of sacred and so-
cial space that we have enjoyed for many years at Kehilat
Shalom. Yet, giving up what we have for a future that is
probable, but not certain, is heart rending.

What excites those who favor this approach is the confi-
dence that in this scenario there are resources to experiment
with the cutting edge outreach & engagement and new fi-
nancial systems, which are needed in the 21* Century syna-
gogue. Proponents believe: the potential for a growing and
dynamic community is greater because of location and the
abilities of a larger community to serve Upper Montgomery
County.

In the last two years we have used best-practice marketing
to enhance affiliation with little result. As I think about the
future: unless the trends can be reversed we will continue
to focus all of our energy deciding what to cut in order to
survive. Having spent the last 3 years doing that, | would
not wish that on any of my colleagues. Continuing the de-
cline of the recent years means Kehilat Shalom will be
moribund in 6 years.

I am not a prophet to know what the future will hold nor do
I have a vote in the congregation decision. | hope by the
time you read this both working groups have provided the
complete papers of what each scenario will be. As the
spiritual leader of our community, if | did have a ballot,
| would vote to create the new community | know that
the new community will have a difficult transition. Merg-
ing our two congregation and creating a new sacred, rela-
tional culture will be hard. But the potential for a growing,
dynamic spiritual community where we would be equal
partners in creating is something in which | would want to
be a participant. | love Kehilat Shalom and | believe the
scenario of staying independent offers only the hope of
survival . I want t he
